Insert new paragraph 12.19, to read: 

“12.19 Notwithstanding paragraphs 12.16 to 12.18 above, Contracting Parties 

applying this UN Regulation shall continue to accept type approvals, and to 

grant extensions of approvals, to the preceding series of amendments to this 

UN Regulation, for vehicles or components which are not affected by the 

changes introduced by the 04 series of amendments.” 

 

 

II. Justification: 

In accordance with paragraph 41. of the latest edition of the “General Guidelines for United Nations 

regulatory procedures and transitional provisions in UN Regulations” 

(ECE/TRANS/WP.29/1044/Rev.2) it is appropriate to make clear in the transitional provisions that 

approvals to vehicles and components granted to the preceding series of amendments which are not 

affected by the new 04 series of amendments shall continue to be accepted and extended
