"5.7.8.1.3.2. Intrusion of a structural member provided that the intrusion is included within a
triangle whose peak is situated 70 cm from the top and whose base 10 cm in width
and situated in the upper part of the space in question, adjacent to the side wall of
the vehicle (see annex 3, figure 7)."
