But it is growing – including with the Central Asian countries developing their SEA systems – and likely to accede to the  Protocol in the coming years. Out of the signatory States, the ratification of the Protocol by France and Greece is imminent

• Like the Espoo Convention, the Protocol is a horizontal, precautionary, environmental governance instrument – but which intervenes even earlier and at a strategic level - to foster sustainable  government planning across the economic sectors, focusing on both national and transboundary environmental and health effects, capturing also cumulative effects. Its sustainability gains are therefore even greater

• It usefully supports Parties’ green growth and energy transition, the achievement of climate commitments and most SDGs, help find alternatives that safeguard and halt the loss of biodiversity and natural habitats and has also a great potential for promoting circular economy.  

• The bulk of the technical assistance and capacity building efforts over the past decade focused on SEA, that is still relatively less developed than EIA in Eastern Europe, the Caucasus and Central Asia. That funded by the EU4Environment project is still ongoing until April 2024.

• With funding from Italy, a comprehensive report was developed on the treaties’ role in energy transition, circular economy and green financing – that will be discussed at the high-level panel during the MOP sessions next month

• Parties have also been discussing for 5 years on guidance on assessing health and involving health authorities in SEA – as a result of the difficult discussions, a document for information purposes on the topic will be tabled for the MOP sessions next month
