Procedure of preparing the Environmental Report specified in the Journal of Laws No. 119 item 902 of 2006  Art. 52 Environmental Protection Law
      (appendix to the Committee’s claim of 22-09-2008, app. 4).
1. Each Party:
a) shall apply the provisions of this article concerning the decision on permit to undertake the planned investments specified in the appendix I.
b) shall apply, pursuant to the local law, the provisions of this article also to the decision of planned investments not covered by the scope of the appendix I, which may significantly affect the Environment. For this purpose the parties shall determine of the proposed investments is a subject of these provisions, and
c) may decide, in individual cases, if the local law allows, not to apply the provisions of this article to the planned investments intended for the national defense purposes if it state that applying them may have an harmful effect on these purposes. 
2. The interested society will be informed properly using the public announcement, individually, at the early stage of environmental decision procedure in a proper, timely and efficient manner,
Inter alia, on:
(a) Planned investment and content of the application, under which the decision will be taken. Journal of Laws No.  78-5020 – item 706.
(b) Type of possible resolutions for the decision draft,
(c) Public authority competent to issue a decision,
(d) Planned procedure, including, the scope, unless it is noted, concerning:
(i) Initialing the proceeding
(ii) The opportunity for society to participate in,
(iii) Time and place of the planned public discussion,
(iv) Determination of the public authority which provides the proper information and place where these information are available.
(v) Determination of the competent public authority or any other public body, to which the comments and enquiries may be submitted and the term for submitting the comments and enquries
and
(vi) Determination which information on environmental protection referring to the planned investments are available, and
(e) Fact if the investments is a subject of the national or transfrontier proceeding on environmental impact.
           3.  The procedures enabling the participation of society will include the reasonable
                time frameworks for the various stages which ensure the sufficient period to inform
                the society, pursuant to the provisions of the section 2, and to prepare and that the  

                society will be able to participate in an effective manner in taking decisions on
                environment. 
4.  Each Party enables the society participation so early that all variants will be 
possible and the participation of society will be effective.
5.  Each Party should, if applicable, encourage future applicants, before submitting the applications for investment permit, to acknowledge the range of interested society and to start the discussion and provide information on planned investment.
6.  Each Party shall oblige the competent public authorities to provide the interested society, upon request if the local law requires to do so, free and immediately after obtaining, with all information important for the decision process, mentioned in this article, and which are available during the process concerning the society participation; without prejudice to the right of the Parties not to disclosure some information pursuant to the art. 4 sec. 3 and 4.  The important information disclosed without breaching the provisions of the article 4, include in particular:
a) description of the place and physical and technical characteristic of planned investment including the estimation of expected falls and emission.
b) description of the significant influences of the planned investment on the environment.
c) description of the planned means aimed at preventing from or reduction of such influences, including emission,
d) the summary of the above information in usual language,
e) outline of more important alternative variants considered by the applicant,
f) pursuant to the local legislation, the more important reports and opinions, held by the public authority at the moment when under the section 2 the interested society should be informed.
 7.  The procedures concerning the participation of society will allow the society to submit in written or if it is applicable during the public discussion or hearing with the participation of applicant, any comments, information, analyses and opinions, which refer to the planned investment.
8.  Each Party shall ensure that the effect achieved as a result of the society participation will be properly considered in decisions.
9.  Each Party shall ensure that when the decision is taken by the public authority the society will be informed immediately, pursuant to the proper procedures. Each Party shall make available for the society the sentence of decision with the assumptions and settings being the base.
10. Each Party shall ensure that when the public authority changes of updates the conditions for the investments, mentioned in section 1, the provisions of the sections from 2 to 9 of this article will be applied mutatis mutandis and it will be applied.
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
