	The communication concerns a transport proposal, the Aberdeen Western Peripheral Route (AWPR). The communicant alleges that the Scottish Government with its agents breached articles 1, 3 & 4 of the Convention by failing to provide information on the state of the environment and the status of protected species which would be impacted by the AWPR and to ensure that the environmental information provided was fit for purpose. The communicant alleges that the Scottish Government also breached article 5 by not providing information which could enable the public to take measures to prevent or mitigate harm to those protected species.
The communicant also alleges that the Scottish Government with its agents also breached article 6 by not seeking public comment on a particular route proposal for the AWPR in an open way. The communicant further alleges that the Scottish Government through its agents breached article 7 by introducing a new objective for the strategic transport plan for the region without any public discussion and by restricting the circumstances of a Public Inquiry into the AWPR in a manner contrary to the principles of justice enshrined in articles 7 & 9. The communicant further alleges that the Scottish Government breached article 9, because there is no access for the public in Scotland to an open and inexpensive review procedure before a court of law and/or another independent and impartial body established by law, to challenge the legality of the AWPR.
