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Additional Information
on

environmental impact procedures in Austria with regard to standing criteria according to Art 9 para 2 Aarhus Convention:

As requested by the Aarhus compliance committee this information serves to "provide a clear description on how the regular, simplified and 'de facto' environmental impact procedures work at the federal and provincial level and explain how they relate to the standing criteria, as provided for in article 9, paragraph 2, of the Convention". 

For the purpose of this information, the following types of environmental impact assessment procedures have to be discerned. Each of the types is briefly described in a separate schedule, containing a translation of relevant legislation and/or jurisdiction. Where there is a dispute of interpretation – either by courts and authorities or by the parties – both points of view are described. 
I. Permitting procedures

1. for all projects except transport infrastructure projects
· regular procedure (Schedule A)

· simplified procedure (Schedule B)
2. for transport infrastructure projects 

In the light of recent jurisdiction, there are differing views on the appeal-procedure; thus we discern between

· procedure under "old" jurisdiction (Schedule C.1)

· procedure under "new" jurisdiction (Schedule C.2)

II. Declaratory and screening procedures 

1. according to the EIA-Act (Schedule D)
2. in sectoral procedures, eventually leading to a "de facto"-EIA
