I am pleased to welcome you, Mr. Chairman and members of the Compliance Committee of the Aarhus Convention, and all participants!
As you know at the 4th Conference of the Parties to the Aarhus Convention decision on Kazakhstan was adopted.  According to this decision it was necessary to comply fully with the condition - to  study in detail with appropriate involvement of the public the relevant environmental and procedural law and the legal precedents in order to determine whether it provide for court and other agencies to consider the possibility of adequate and effective measures in the course of judicial review
to January 1, 2012 to notify the Secretariat of the Convention.
Kazakhstan has taken appropriate steps to conduct this work with experts from non-governmental organizations. This is quite detailed in a report to the Committee on December 30, 2011.
Today this work continues. Under support  of the OSCE Centre in Kazakhstan a lawyer has been engaged to study the analysis and prepare proposals for amendments to the legislation of Kazakhstan.
In the near future we will forward these proposals to all interested parties. About  results of this activity we will notify the Secretariat of the Convention in addition.
I would also like to add that the draft new rules for public hearings is developed  and  placed on the website of the Ministry of Environment and National Aarhus Centre for consideration. At the social  Facebook network the draft  Rules is disscusing.
Thus, we try to involve all stakeholders, including the public.
Regarding clarification how members of the public were involved in the process of reviewing legislation and legal precedents, we have reported in detail in the Report to Compliance committee.
I would like to note  that the maximum means  were used for public involvement in the process of reviewing legislation and court decisions.
1) by posting on the Internet, the Web site of the National Center Aarhus (on 28.11.2011), as well as the distribution of the social network Facebook.
2) providing Analysis to interested parties. Ecological Society "Green Salvation".
3) discuss the regional centers of Aarhus (Mangistau, Atyrau, Shymkent).
4) consultation and discussion with non-governmental organizations - NGOs, Eco-Forum, which has the largest network of NGOs, which has offices in all regions of Kazakhstan.
5) A meeting of the interdepartmental working group on implementation of the Aarhus Convention, established under the Ministry, within which public authorities of Kazakhstan.
6) a round table with representatives of the Supreme Court, OSCE Center, non-governmental organizations (including GreenWomen, Center for Sustainable Production and Consumption, Globe Ardager), and 6 of the Aarhus Centres and other interested organizations.
In addition, the performance of the materials Supreme Court Borisov at the Fifth Meeting of the Ad Hoc (the target) Working Group on Access to Justice for the implementation of the Aarhus Convention (June 14) that, in Kazakhstan, much had been done to study and improve the civil procedural law in protecting environmental rights of citizens and public associations.
This work is carried out continuously by the Supreme Court, it is involved including the public.
I also want to draw attention to the message Zhaiyk Caspian Aarhus Centre, which was sent to the Secretariat of the Convention, which also covered the situation on the questions change legislation involving the public in the Caspian region.
