Mr. Chairman, Dear member of the Compliance Committee, 
I have the honor to present you a short information concerning the actions that Republic of Moldova has done in order to execute decisions of Committee. 

Firstly, I want to mention that we think that the period of supervising Republic of Moldova by the Committee was a fruitful period in the field of implementing Aarhus Convention in the Republic of Moldova. 

I want to stress that Republic of Moldova to execute exactly all the recommendation included in Decision.

1. Point 42, letter b)

In 2010 Republic of Moldova reorganized his system of forced execution of Court decisions.  Court bailiffs activate as private institutions and they are not any more financed from the State budget. After each executed Court decision they receive a commission. This mechanism has motivated the Court bailiffs to execute promptly and exactly court decisions. 

2. Point 42, letter c) 

Law no.158 from 4 July 2008 concerning public function and civil servant statute establish sanctions for disciplinary offenses, breaching the obligations, refuse or negligence in executing the attributions and tasks by civil servants.

Also, in 20008 Parliament of the Republic of Moldova has adopted the Code of behavior of public servants (Law nr. 25). Article 8 of this law establish that civil servants are obligated to ensure citizens with correct and timely information on public interest issues, to ensure free access to the information, to meet the deadline established in the law of presenting the information. In 2011 the Code has been modified. A new chapter has been added. This chapter establish that civil servants are disciplinary responsible for Code violation. 

3. Point 42, letter d) 

Due to Govern Decision # 310 from 21 May 2012, has been modified point 48 letter e) of Government Decision nr. 187 from 20 February 2008 concerning forest rent. So, letter e) establishes that lessor has the obligation to ensure confidentiality and security of data, which contains personal information presented by lessee (in case of individual person). 

Notion of personal data is regulated by Law on protection of personal data (2011), which establish that personal data are any information concerning an identified individual person or an identifiable person. An identifiable person is a person who can be directly or indirectly identified using an identification number or using one or more specific elements of his identity – physical, physiological, mental, economical, cultural or social. Due to these modifications, Agency “Moldsilva” can not interpret any more what protection of personal data means.

4. Point 42, letter e)

During the period of supervising, in Republic of Moldova were organized several trainings and round tables concerning human rights, access to the information and justice access. These trainings were organized by state institutions as Ministry of Environment, National Justice Institute, as well as NGOs and REC Moldova. Were trained civil servants at the national and local levels, as well as prosecutors and judges. 

5. Point 42, letter f)

One of the most important laws concerning access to the information is Law on access to the environment information. The law soon will be approved by Government and sent to Parliament for adoption. Law project has been developed by NGO Eco-Tiras and promoted by the Ministry of Environment.  Project law transposes Directive 2003/4/CE of European Parliament and Council from January 28, 2003 on public access to environmental information and of abrogation of Council Directive 90/313/EEC published in the Official Journal of the European Union (OJ) No. L 41 of 14 February 2003.

6) Point 42, letter g)

Concerning this point I want to emphasize that Agency “Moldsilva” has not organized any bids of forest renting since March 2012. This situation is examined by state institutions. On the official web site of Agency “Moldsilva” www.moldsilva.gov.md are published list of contracts of renting forest. During the period April 2012 – April 2013 38 contracts of renting forest has been terminated. 

7. Point 42, letter h) 

On 26 June 2011 Government of Republic of Moldova has adopted the National Action Plan on implementing in the Republic of Moldova of provisions of Aarhus Convention (2011-2015). This Plan identifies and promotes implementation of practical actions which will contribute to realization of Aarhus Convention. 

Taking into account what I mentioned above, we consider that Republic of Moldova has positive progress on implementation of Aarhus Convention. We consider that Comply Committee can finalize the procedure of supervising Republic of Moldova on  implementation of Aarhus Convention.
