Revise special provision 304 as follows
Using text from ICAO technical instructions attachment 2 add (a), (b) is existing text and (c) text from INF 10 and ST/SG/AC.10/C.3/2008/97
(a) Batteries filled with potassium hydroxide, solid which are shipped from the factory in their original dry state and filled with the dry alkali are subject to the provisions of these Regulations. 

(b) Batteries, dry, containing corrosive electrolyte which will not flow out of the battery if the battery case is cracked are not subject to these Regulations provided the batteries are securely packed and protected against short-circuits. Examples of such batteries are: alkali-manganese, zinc-carbon, nickel-metal hydride and nickel-cadmium batteries.

(c) Nevertheless, in the case of application of this exemption to sea transport of nickel-metal hydride batteries, other than button cells, the following requirements apply:

1) The consignment shall be accompanied by a document describing the batteries as “nickel-metal hydride batteries” including a declaration signed by the consignor that the batteries are securely packed and protected against short-circuits and that stowage away from sources of heat is required;

2) Unit loads and cargo transport units shall be marked “STOW AWAY FROM SOURCES OF HEAT” in capital letters not less than 65 mm high.".
