The United Nations Centre for Trade Facilitation and Electronic Business (UN/CEFACT) established a new organizational structure at its ninth session in 2003, with a structure of five Groups meeting biannually in a UN/CEFACT Forum. The Mandates of these five Groups were adopted at the ninth session (TRADE/CEFACT/2003/20).

The five Groups in question are:  

· The Applied Technologies Group (ATG);

· the Information Content Management Group (ICG);

· the Legal Group (LG);

· the International Trade and Business Processes Group (TBG); and

· the Techniques and Methodologies Group (TMG).

The Terms of Reference of the Legal Group had been approved when UN/CEFACT was originally established and were not modified  during the organizational change in 2003.

The Terms of Reference of the ATG, TBG and TMG were adopted at the ninth session (TRADE/CEFACT/2003/MISC.2; TRADE/CEFACT/2003/MISC.7 and TRADE/CEFACT/2003/MISC.8 with its addenda TRADE/CEFACT/2003/MISC.8/Add.1 and Add.2).

This consolidated document was prepared in order to create a reference document containing all of the mandates and terms of reference as well as to create official versions. The ATG, LG, TBG and TMG Terms of Reference are for information and the Terms of Reference of the ICG are for approval.
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
