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	Summary


This note from the Bureau presents a list of vacant positions (chairs and members) in the treaty bodies for 2021–2023 and a record of officers nominated by Parties from 2001 until to date. 
The Bureau deemed it important that those Parties that have never or not recently been represented in the treaty bodies also consider nominating officers. It requested the secretariat to highlight the concerned Parties in the present document. 

Delegations will be invited to come forward with nominations for officers to be elected by the Meetings of the Parties at their next sessions (8–11 December 2020) for the next intersessional period (2021–2023), that is, a Chair and members of the Bureau as well as a Chair and Vice-Chairs of the Working Group. Moreover, five members of the Implementation Committee and their alternates are to be elected for two terms. 

The Working Group will be invited to consider and comment the document and to take note of any information on the planned nominations. 

The Working Group may also wish to discuss possible criteria for the nominations and officers to be elected (e.g. regarding the number of officers to be elected, rotation among Parties represented, geographical representation of ECE region, fluency in English etc.). It may also consider whether it sees the need to mandate the Bureau to present any proposals in this regard in advance of the Working Group’s next meeting (scheduled for 9–11 June 2020).
