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The reorientation of education towards sustainable development in Lithuania was facilitated by the involvement into activities of the Education sector within the Baltic 21. We would like to mention that Finland and Lithuania, as the Lead Parties initiate, coordinate and report on the implementation of the sector actions and lead the work within the sector.


The first thing what we made was UNECE Strategy translation in Lithuanian language and we also published Strategy for ESD. 

After this the Minister of Education and Science adopted the working group for the preparing action plan for implementing UNECE Strategy for ESD. The working group emphasized that the concept and context of ESD is very wide and difficult to understand. This group decided that the first step for implementing UNECE Strategy is to inform the educators, leaders and decision makers at all levels of education about ESD. The second step should be the clarification of the implementation plan. The Coordinating body will be established just after the next meeting of  National Commission on Sustainable  Development where the item will be discussed.


 The Ministry of Education and Science organizes information seminars ,,United Nations Decade of ESD: its objectives links with relevance to Lithuanian Education“. These seminars are devoted to the officers of municipalities, the delegates of pedagogue education centre and persons who are interested in this topic.

It is very important that the Ministry of Education and Science will organize the program for preparation consultant commands in schools for ESD from January of the next year. These prepared consultant commands will spread information and experience to the other school commands.


The project of cross-curricula guideline is ready. It was adopted by experts. There is included the cross-curricula program of Sustainable Devolopment to this project. It will be related with the national curriculum standards for the Primary and Basic school updated until 2007.

Lithuania takes part in many international projects for schools, for example, the Baltic Sea Project, Associated Schools’ Project, the GLOBE program.


From the first of September some of universities are involved in the study programs of Environmental Protection policy and management. Some others try to implement the postgraduate studies programs such as „Management and administration for sustainable development“.


Moreover, Lithuania takes part in the Baltic University Program. Regularly it contacts between the course groups and universities.

 Lithuania is very active in organizing international conferences, meetings, seminars for sustainable development. The first meeting „Education for sustainable development in the Baltics“ was held in April. The meeting was organized in the framework of implementation of strategy for ESD. It was decided to create a national network on education and research for sustainable development network.


Our current concern is to achieve well-coordinated actions of institutions involved in planning and implementing activities related to ESD, to mobilize and further develop human resources and ensure effective knowledge management at the national level.
