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Thank you Mr. Chairman! I will also try to be as brief as possible. 


Following activities were carried out in Georgia for implementation of the ESD Strategy:

1) Coordination of the implementation of ESD exists between Ministry of Education and Ministry of Environment, with active participation of REC Caucasus.

2) The strategy was translated into Georgian language by REC Caucasus and distributed among stakeholders 

3) Ministry of Education initiated School Competition Project in the field of SD, where about 250 schools participated. The project was carried out with active participation of REC and Ministry of Environment. Successful projects were awarded with special gifts.

4) Special programs in SD were developed by the Ministry of Education for school level both for pupils as well as special teacher manuals.

5) Still there is a need in country in qualified, well-trained teachers for all levels of educational system and on the one hand there is a need retraining of established servants and decision-makers in the field of SD. 

6) Establishment of Resource Center at the base of the Ministry is under consideration. The Center will serve as a base for different training programs and more serious, large-scale capacity building projects with involvement of international donors and trainers. 

7) We are working on establishment of working group and national action plan for implementation of the strategy.
