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In Lithuania, as in other countries, local governments and community organizations, stakeholders from many sectors, and many non-governmental organizations are actively promoting and supporting education for sustainable development.


We have translated UNECE Strategy in Lithuanian language and we also have published Strategy for ESD. 

We already have a coordination mechanism for implementing the Strategy at the State level. In May we established the National Commission of Education for Sustainable development. The main task of this commission is to capacitate the goals and the tasks which were planned by Education and Science section of National Strategy for Sustainable Development and by UNECE Strategy for Education for Sustainable Development.


The Minister of Education and Science has approved the working group to prepare national scheme of Education for Sustainable Development and the action plan of its implementation. The Working group is formed by the representatives of all ministries of Lithuania. Also the representatives of Lithuanian National UNESCO Commission, Lithuanian confederation of industrialists and the association of Lithuanian municipalities are included in the working group. The scheme will be prepared with reference to indicators for education for sustainable development given by the Expert Group. The national scheme of Education for Sustainable Development and the action plan of its implementation are planned to be finalized  till June 1st, 2007. The analyses of various documents of education has been performed with reference to ESD. 


Moreover, a scientific research ,,Pre-service teacher training in Lithuania with reference to education for Sustainable development“ has been performed recently.  This research helped to analyze teacher training programs, which are delivered in the universities and colleges, with reference the principles of ESD. This research also helped to analyze teacher training programmes, reorienting education towards sustainable development.


This year, as we did the last year, Ministry of Education and Science we organised information seminars ,,United Nations Decade of Education for Sustainable Development: its objectives links with relevance to Lithuanian Education“. These seminars are meant for the officers of municipalities, the representatives of regional teacher training centres and persons who are interested in this topic. The scope of the seminars is to give more information about education for sustainable development and discuss about priority actions of municipalities for implementation the strategy for Education for Sustainable Development.


Ministry of Education and Science has been preparing the program for preparation consultant teams at schools for Education for Sustainable Development. These teams will spread information and experience to other school teams. Networks of Sustainable Development Expertise will be created in the regions of Lithuania.



It is very important that the elements of Education for Sustainable development are involved in National operational programme of  human resourse  development for 2007-2013.



Lithuanian higher education schools are very active in organizing international conferences, meetings, seminars for Sustainable Development. At the end of September Mykolas Romeris Universiety organised an international conference ,,Citizens and governance for sustainable development“.
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
