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INTERVENTION BY ROMANIA

1. Legal framework to support the promotion of ESD

 
1.1.A new Government Decision was adopted, in order to nominate as member in the Steering Committee for on Education for Sustainable Development  the position of  Secretary of State for Pre-University Education .    


1.2. Setting up an interministerial working group which will revise the National Strategy for Sustainable Development. The working group includes both ministries, environment and education.  

2. Measures taken to promote SD through formal and non-formal learning

2.1. Promoting the Earth Chart as an educational instrument/material to be used in pre-university education, through:

· posting the „Earth Charter” on MER website (www.edu.ro )

· recommendation for county school inspectorates and schools to organise  extracurricular/extra-school activities at county /school level, based on the „Earth Charter’s” principles. 

· recommendation for county school inspectorates and schools to develop school based curriculum „Earth Charter”;

2.2. The National Action Plan regarding sustainable management of the forests was elaborated  on the basis of an Agreement between Ministry of Education and Research and Ministry of Agriculture, Forests and Rural Development. The agreement was approved in march 2006 by the Common Minister Order between Ministry of Education and Research  and Ministry of Agriculture, Forests and Rural Development and will be implemented between March 15th 2006 and March 15th 2007 with the possibility to be renewed.
The scope of the agreement is to develop joint activities in sustainable management of the forests domain as civic education component.

According to this agreement:

- the national authority responsible with forestry organized the “Trees Planting Month” ( “Luna sadirii arborilor”)  action (march 15th – april 15th );

- schools and county school inspectorates were involved in joint activities related to increasing awareness and education of the students in pre-university education in forests domain.
