In the framework of the UN Decade on Education for Sustainable Development, of the educational political issues of the Lisbon Strategy and of the objectives of the UNECE Strategy for Education for Sustainable Development Austria takes the initiative to support the exchange of opinions and experiences on the implementation processes of Education for Sustainable Development in the European Union Member States. Civic education and participation, Agenda processes as study topics

Education and economy

In which ways do enterprises address the importance of profiles, internal social-standard measures and resource-saving procedures in the framework of internal trainings?

Social cohesion & active citizenship

How can be achieved a high level of employment under the aspects of social cohesion by means of political participation and development of social competences?

Formal basic and higher education

How can results from research and development studies on sustainable development be transferred into methodology, curricula, textbooks and classrooms in formal education processes?

Consumption and lifestyle:

How can lifestyle be influenced by media and informal learning processes and how can gender aspects be integrated in educational tasks? 

Quality standards for sustainable education

The different measures of the individual EU Member States should be given quality standards. The aim is to develop criteria during the UN Decade.

Global learning

How can we deal with the challenges and aspects of globalisation by applying the various educational approaches of global learning?

Target groups: 

Experts and decision makers from the European Commission and EU Member States, representatives of UNESCO, UNECE and educational institutions including NGOs involved in formal, non-formal and informal learning processes.
