Reuse and recycling of fresh waters (EECCA CSI 11) – 
Assessment May 2007

Key Policy Question 

Are the water management systems in production sectors improving?
Key Assessment
Amount of fresh water saved in industry due to introduction of recirculating water supply and water recycling is fairly high throughout the EECCA countries. The total volume of water used in these systems in the most of 8 EECCA countries (for which data time series are available – Azerbaijan, Armenia, Belarus, Georgia, Kazakhstan, Moldova, Russia and Ukraine) has slightly increased every year since 1999. The total volume of reused and recycled water used in industry in EECCA-8 amounted in 1999 for 181,968 million cubic metres, in 2001 - for 189,496 million cubic metres, in 2003 – for 194,240 million cubic metres, and in 2005 – for 200,070 million cubic metres.
Between 1990 and 2004, the share of reused and recycled water in the total volume of water used to cover production needs in EECCA-8 has increase by 5% and accounted to 79 percent on average (see Figure 1). 

In 2004, the highest share of reused and recycled water in the total volume of water used to cover production needs was in Belarus and Ukraine – near to 90 percent, in Armenia it was 85 percent, in the Russian Federation – 77 percent; the lowest share was in Moldova – 38 percent.

Key Message: Amount of fresh water saved by applying recirculating and reused water supply systems in industry is fairly high throughout the EECCA countries. The share of reused and recycled water in the total volume of water used to cover production needs in 8 EECCA countries has increased between 1990 and 2004 by 5% and accounted in 2004 to 79 percent on average.
