	The communication concerns an application for an interim interdict (injunction) of one of several planning permissions relating to the development of a golf course and housing development in Balmedie, Aberdeenshire, Scotland. 

The communicant alleges that the Scottish Court of Session’s refusal of her application for the interim interdict (on the grounds that the communicant did not have standing and was not in a position to pay damages if the interdict is later found to be wrongfully granted) constitutes a breach by the United Kingdom of article 9, paragraph 2 and 4, of the Convention.
