The communication alleges that the EU in supporting the program, both by means of direct funding and by approving state aid, has failed to comply with the public participation provisions of the Convention. The communication also alleges that public authorities in Ireland and the EU have failed to comply with the access to information provisions of the Convention, because they disseminated insufficient information about the program.
