However we would like to stress that the information provided by the authorities through Internet should be structured, easy to search and up to date. This is important in order to ensure that the information is easily reachable and understandable by the wider public.

We are looking further for the implementation of the Decision II/3 on Electronic Information Tools and the Clearing-House Mechanism by the Parties on national level and improvement of utilization of the Electronic Tools for environmental protection.
