PROPOSED CHANGES TO THE DRAFT GUIDELINES ON SETTING TARGETS, EVALUATION OF PROGRESS AND REPORTING SINCE THE SECOND MEETING OF THE WORKING GROUP ON WATER AND HEALTH:  
Prepared by the secretariat on the basis of comments  from the Czech Republic
I. 
Background and action to be taken by the Task Force
1. The Chairperson of the Task Force on Indicators and Reporting presented the draft Guidelines on setting targets, evaluation of progress and reporting (ECE/MP.WH/WG.1/2009/4- EUR/08/5086340/9) at the Working Group on Water and Health (2-3 July 2009) and invited Parties and non-parties to provide comments by 31 July 2009. The Working Group entrusted the Task Force to further elaborate and finalize the guidelines and to submit a revised version at the Working Group’s third meeting (Geneva, 27-28 May 2010) for endorsement before submitting it to the second session of the Meeting of the Parties for possible adoption.
2. The secretariat received written comments from the Czech Republic. All comments and proposed amendments are listed below and refer to the draft Guidelines as contained in document ECE/MP.WH/WG.1/2009/4- EUR/08/5086340/9. The Task Force is expected to review the proposed changes and decide on their incorporation into the Guidelines on setting targets, evaluation of progress and reporting. 
COMMENTS TO PART ONE
Section III, Letter A, Para. 81(page 31).
Amend to read as follows (new text in italics):
“81.
It is recommended that the coordination mechanism responsible for target-setting (see section A, page 16) be involved in the data collection, assessing and reporting under the Protocol. This will enable examination of the needs and possibilities to revise the targets according to recent knowledge and requirements.”
COMMENTS TO PART TWO
Introduction, Letter C, Tab. 4 (page 36), Reduction of the scale of outbreaks and incidents of water related deceases, Column Common indicators: amend to read as follows (new text in italics):

Section III. Letter C, Box 10 (page 46): Example from the Czech Republic (editorial), amend to read as follows:
The Czech Republic has set the following targets: (a) elaboration of a development plan on water supply and sanitation systems for the whole territory of the country; and (b) facilitation of connection of residents in suburbs and in small villages to the public water supply.
Section VII. Application of recognized good practices to the management of water supply (Art. 6, Para 2 (f) – first part, Letter C, Box 12 (page 53):

Proposal: 

Move the examples from the Czech Republic (presented in Box 12), into different section of the Guidelines:  
· First part of the Czech example relates to hazardous substances discharged into raw water and it can be used as an example for Para. 2 (h) as a measure for prevention of hazardous substances discharge
· The second part of the Czech example relates to the quality of bathing water and water used for abstraction and treatment to drinking water. This can be used as an example to the Para. 2(f)-second part, or Para. 2 (j).

Section XI. Quality of discharges of waste water from wastewater treatment installations to waters within the scope of the Protocol (Art.6, Para. 2 (h)) (page 58) and Section XIV Quality of waters which are used as sources for drinking water (Art.6, Para. 2 (j))-first part, letter C (page 63). 
Proposal to add for both (text in italic):
· Directive 2006/11/EC on pollution caused by certain dangerous substances discharged into the aquatic environment of the Community
With the following explanation for when inserted, for the first time: 

The Directive contains two lists of families and groups of dangerous substances. It stipulates that the States shall take the appropriate steps to implement measures to eliminate or reduce pollution of the waters by the dangerous substances. In order to implement the Directive the States shall establish emission standards, set up obligatory authorisation of discharges and specific programmes to reduce occurrence of some substances in water. Member states report regularly to the EC on implementation of the Directive. Elimination or reduction of dangerous substances input into water resources has great importance as these substances endanger human health as well as ecosystems and once being in waters they are hardly removable from them). 

Section XVIII. Identification and remediation of particularly contaminated sites (Art.6, Para 2 (l), Letter C (page 76). 
Proposal to add the following: 
· The Stockholm Convention on Persistent Organic Pollutants
With an explanation: 
The Convention establishes lists of chemicals occurrence which should be eliminated or restricted, and measures how to achieve it. According to the Convention, each Party shall develop an Action Plan, which include, among others, strategies and measures to reduce or eliminate releases from stockpiles and wastes.

Section XIX. Effectiveness of systems for the management, development, protection and use of water resources (Art. 6, Para. 2 (m), Letter C, Para 211 (page 81) 
Proposal for new wording for Para 211: 

· The EU Water Framework Directive requires submission of several reports: Report on competent authorities (Art.3), Analysis of river basin districts (Art. 5), Monitoring programmes (Art. 8) and River basin management plans and Programmes of measures (Art. 11 and 13)

Add the following EC Directives as a relevant global and regional obligations and reporting, to section XIX:
· the Regulation (EC) No. 166/2006 concerning the establishment of an European Pollutant Release and Transfer Register and amending Council Directives 91/689/EC and 96/61/EC, 

· Directive 2008/1/EC concerning integrated pollution prevention and control, which is codified version of the Directive 96/61/EC

· Directive 2006/11/EC on the pollution cased by certain dangerous substances discharged into the aquatic environment of the Community 

· the Directive 91/676/EEC concerning the protection of water against pollution caused by nitrates from agricultural sources 

Annex 

Amend the list of the relevant international obligations accordingly:

· the Stockholm Convention on persistent organic pollutants,

· the Directive 2006/11/EC on the pollution cased by certain dangerous substances discharged into the aquatic environment of the Community,

· the Regulation (EC) No. 166/2006 concerning the establishment of an European Pollutant Release and Transfer Register and amending Council Directives 91/689/EC and 96/61/EC,

· the Directive 2008/1/EC concerning integrated pollution prevention and control, which is codified version of the Directive 96/61/EC. 
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
