Use of administrative sources is becoming increasingly important in recent years especially because of the commitment for a reduction of the burden on respondents, both enterprises as well as households. This represents a challenge for the NSIs as this is not a simple and quick shift from the traditional collection of data through the surveys. 
Namely, the role of NSIs is changing from “data collectors” to “re-users of data”. Besides the legal precondition there should be made also some other important steps which enable the efficient use of administrative sources. This include the close cooperation with the owners of the administrative sources, making the agreements with them in order to stabilize the provision of the data, adaptation of existing statistical process, data integration, sharing the same source for different statistics, etc. Statisticians need different and additional knowledge to cope with the new approach to produce statistics. 
Slovenia has quite long experiences in the use of administrative sources which have been intensified in last 10 years and can share the experiences and on this basis could give also some practical recommendations.
