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The Eurasian Economic Community (EurAsEC) and the UN Economic Commission for Europe (UNECE), working with the European Commission, GTZ – German Development Corporation, the Asian Development Bank are organizing a Capacity-Building Workshop on the Single Administrative Document and Data Harmonization with the following objectives: (1) build the capacity of relevant decision-makers and experts from Customs and other control agencies in the EurAsEC member countries to use the Single Administrative Document (SAD) and (2) provide training on best practices for data requirement harmonization and alignment with international standards and code lists.
