During the 25th session of the Sub-committee (July 2004), it was decided to include two new entries in the Dangerous Goods List covering paints and paint related materials that are both flammable and corrosive (report of the meeting ST/SG/AC.10/C.3/50). 

The entries of 

UN 3469 PAINT, FLAMMABLE, CORROSIVE or PAINT RELATED MATERIAL, FLAMMABLE, CORROSIVE; and 

UN 3470 PAINT, CORROSIVE, FLAMMABLE or PAINT RELATED MATERIAL CORROSIVE, FLAMMABLE 

were added to the Dangerous Goods List in the fourteenth revised edition of the Model Regulations.

2.
Special provision 198 which applies to UN 2059 (NITROCELLULOSE SOLUTION, FLAMMABLE with not more than 12.6% nitrogen, by dry mass, and not more than 55% nitrocellulose) states: 

"Nitrocellulose solutions containing not more than 20% nitrocellulose may be transported as paint or printing ink, as applicable.  See UN 1210, UN 1263 and UN 3066.".
