 Scope of the project
3. Mr. Vorderwinkler introduced the initiative, proposed by Austria, which aims at upgrading the CEVNI status through developing an application that would enable skippers to identify the navigation rules applicable to their itinerary. 

4. The immediate goal of the project would be to identify divergences between the last (third) revision of CEVNI and the navigational rules adopted by CCNR, DC, Sava Commission (SC) and the Moselle Commission. In the longer term, the Austrian delegation hopes that such an exercise would help to further harmonize the navigational rules on main European inland waterways.

5. As the first step, the Dutch and the Austrian delegations are preparing a document which provides a comparison between CEVNI (edition 2) and the Rhine Police regulations, as well as between CEVNI and the Dutch regulations on the one Hand and between CEVNI and the Danube regulations respectively the regional/local Austrian regulations on the other hand. They will meet on 3 December 2007 to decide on the structure and the format of the document. A presentation outlining the general structure and approach should be ready for the March session of the SC.3/WP.3. Upon its approval, the project will be extended to include other river commissions and national regulations.

6. Participants approved the goals and the approach presented by Mr. Vorderwinkler and emphasized the role to be played by river commissions. Mr. Milkovic and Mr. Margic expressed the intention to join the initiative at this early stage. They will meet with Mr. Vorderwinkler on 5 December 2007 in Vienna.
