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Introduction
1. The expert from Germany has transmitted document ST/SG/AC.10/C.3/2009/16 regarding salvage pressure receptacles.

2. Whilst these items of equipment are not used on a routine basis, they are a very important item of equipment for both EIGA members and others. They do provide a safe and proven method of containment in the event that a leaking pressure receptacle has to be transported to a location so that the contents can be dealt with by a facility with specialist equipment.

3. The European Industrial Gases Association supports ST/SG/AC.10/C.3/2009/16 as clarifying the requirements for Salvage Pressure Receptacles.

4. It was noted that at the meeting in December 2008 of the Committee of Experts, not all delegates were familiar with this specialist item of equipment and in order to assist in the discussion of ST/SG/AC.10/C.3/2009/16, a number of photographs of such equipment are attached.
