 on the 1st Meeting of the TEM and TER Joint Rail and Road/Motorway 

Follow-up Expert Group 
The 1st Meeting of the TEM and TER Joint Rail and Road/Motorway Follow-up Expert Group was held on 26 October 2011 in Salzburg, Austria. 
In the meeting, the representatives of the following countries took part: Austria, Azerbaijan, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Bulgaria, Croatia, Czech Republic, Hungary, Poland, Romania, Russian Federation, Serbia, Slovakia and Slovenia. Representatives of UNECE, TEM and TER PCOs and the consultant on the TEM and TER Master Plan Revision also attended the meeting.
The meeting was opened and chaired by Mr. H. Meelich, the TEM and  TER Project Manager.
Mr. P. Pospisil, the consultant, presented the TER Master Plan Revision Follow-up Action Plan and two documents describing the proposed TEM and TER Follow-up Monitoring Systems, concentrating in particular on the progress reached in the implementation of the Master Plan Revision infrastructure projects, updating of the Revision traffic data and traffic forecasts, development of the backbone network and on its status. Each of the two proposed monitoring systems consists of 4 templates, which are expected to be filled in and returned to the respective PCO once a year. The templates are attached to this report as Annexes.

Following the discussion on the submitted documents, the Group established 20 November 2011 as the deadline for communication of contingent comments to the proposed templates to the TEM or TER PCO, as applicable.
Regarding the future activities of the Group, apart from the tasks included in the above TER Master Plan Revision Follow-up Action Plan, the Polish representatives made the following general remarks and proposals:
· to indicate whether and which of recommendations included in the first version of previous Master Plan have been applied by member countries and to what extent;

· to identify in detail the principles for monitoring the process of implementation of the recommendations to the previous Master Plan. Based on this it is possible to indicate countries that would identify “leaders” in fulfilling the recommended actions.

· to prepare conclusions for the section devoted to road traffic safety, i.e. how the revised Master Plan would support individual countries in improving the level of road traffic safety.
The UNECE representative, Ms. M. S. Fouvez, presented the first draft of the TEM and TER Master Plan Revision Communication Plan, according to which the special event aimed at promotion of the revised Master Plan is envisaged to be held in March/April 2012 together with the completion of the 2nd phase of the EATL (Euro-Asian Transport Links) project. The printing mistakes of Volumes I and II of the Final Report of the revision of the TEM and TER Master Plan would be corrected by way of a special Corrigendum to be issued by the UNECE.
The Group requested the TEM and TER Project Manager to inform about the conclusions and recommendations of its 1st Meeting both sessions of the TEM and TER Steering Committees.
