Uniform provisions concerning the approval of cornering lamps for power-driven vehicles
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UNITED NATIONS
Paragraphs 8. to 8.2., shall be deleted and replaced by a new paragraph 8., to read:
"8.
Colour of light emitted
The colour of the light emitted inside the field of the light distribution grid defined in paragraph 2. of Annex 3 shall be white. For testing see Annex 4 to this Regulation.  Outside this field, no sharp variations of colour shall be observed."

Annex 4, 
Paragraph 1., amend to read:

"1. 
For checking the colorimetric characteristics, a source of light at a colour temperature of 2,856 K, corresponding to illuminant A of the international commission (CIE), shall be used.  For lamps equipped with non-replaceable light sources (filament lamps and other), or light sources (replaceable or non-replaceable) operated together with an electronic light source control gear, the colorimetric characteristics should be verified with the light sources present in the lamp, in accordance with paragraph 7. of this Regulation."
